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Neighbourhood news
Welcome to the fourth edition of the Melton Rural North newsletter. In September 2006 we published the priorities that we would be focusing on for the following six months. In this newsletter we will highlight the progress we have made and set out the priorities for the next six months.

Since our last newsletter we have been working with other agencies to reduce the impact of anti-social behaviour and damage in villages.  We have carried out high visibility patrols in areas where problems have been identified and several youths have been dealt with for drug related offences.

We have worked with the Highways Department to enforce the 7.5 tonne weight limit now in place in villages off the A52. Companies ignoring the regulations have been contacted and we’ve been talking to, and advising, local companies about the restrictions. 

We’ve been carrying out high profile patrols, crime prevention initiatives and cross-border co-operation with Nottinghamshire and Lincolnshire police to further reduce incidents of theft from motor vehicles at key locations during the summer months.  Information from the community has also helped us arrest two prolific criminals who had are known to have offended in a number of counties.
 New neighbourhood priorities:  

1. To work with partner agencies to reduce the impact of anti-social behaviour and damage in the Belvoir Rd, Howitts Rd and The Paddocks area of Bottesford. 

2. To work with partner agencies and neighbouring forces to reduce the number of burglaries and vehicle crime in the villages between Long Clawson and Bottesford.

3. To work with Melton officers and community support officers to reduce the impact of anti-social use of motor vehicles.

[image: image5.wmf]This is my first neighbourhood newsletter as the new Local Policing Unit Commander. Neighbourhood Policing was introduced in February last year and continues to receive my full commitment and support.
To me this means the delivery of a style of policing that ensures people of this Borough can go about their business and feel safe in doing so. 
We have five neighbourhood beats within this Borough and each beat has a dedicated team headed by a Sergeant and supported by a Principle Beat Officer and Police Community Support Officers.  They have responsibility for policing the area in which you live. 
Other key news for the Force is that from April of this year Leicestershire Constabulary realigns its boundaries with those of the Local Authorities. In summary the changes for Melton Mowbray Local Policing Unit are minimal:

· our boundaries remain the same as do our current neighbourhoods 
· our establishment is not being reduced 

· all of the Melton Mowbray officers will continue to work from Melton Mowbray or Bottesford with support from specialist services based elsewhere 

· each neighbourhood will continue to have at least one Beat Officer and PCSO in addition to the support of the 24 hour response teams 

· our front enquiry office here at Melton Mowbray will have improved opening hours from 9am to 9pm daily 

The most significant change is that Melton Mowbray will fall under the new North Basic Command Unit. In practice, this in no way affects the way in which we deliver local services.
